· Our church planters just trained by India Bible Literature are working hard in their respective areas and are taking the Word of God to people in slum areas.

· These 12 church planters have a goal of planting more than 50 new house churches.

· We have a Widows’ ministry , lepers’ ministry, Eunuchs’ ministry, and Slum children’s ministry.

· The training has helped them immensely to become good preachers and has given them a solid foundation in the Word of God.  Through the help of GTI/IBL we have already established 23 churches in Mumbai and Thane, a northeastern suburb of Mumbai.

· We are now requesting to be part of your Unreached People Group ministry.  We have targeted a slum area in the western suburbs of Mumbai.  89% of the population there is illiterate.  In Mumbai (one of India’s largest cities & formally know as Bombay) over 50% of the population live in slums.
